Students will then have to coordinate with either shuttle

company or Uber to transport them to Branson, MO (40-60 minute drive) Ryde With Us is a shuttle service located in Branson, MO that

offers travel to and from SGF, the rate for one-way travel is $140 (1 or 2 travelers). Uber is also available but rates may vary.
